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Hurricane Ian Situation Report for Sep 28, 2022 at 16:00
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Summary

Hurricane Ian passed over the central and eastern sections of Florida on Sept 29th at category 1 strength.
Power outages were not prevalent through this region, with modest outages in Volusia, Brevard and
Orange.

Most areas showed population increases, in part due to evacuations from southwestern Florida, which bore
the brunt of the storm. Coastal areas including Daytona Beach and Cocoa Beach showed modest declines
between 1% and 9%. Areas from Kissimmee to Alafaya showed increases between 7% and 10%.

Volusia and Brevard counties have a high percentage of elderly residents at 24%, with a high number of
users of power-dependent medical devices at over 13,000 between the two counties. Orange County is
younger than the others, with only 12% of residents over 65, but given its relatively higher total population
also has roughly the same average number of power-dependent medical device users.
